Finals on the Line: The Canadian Women’s National Team has 
played in every  gold medal game in the history of the Parapan Am 
Games. Canada will look to extend this winning tradition against 
Argentina in the TO2015 semifinals Thursday.

Double-double (on the court, not in your coffee): Janet McLachlan 
(Vancouver, B.C.) led the way for Canada in Tuesday’s 82-51 win over 
Brazil. McLachlan posted a monstrous 28 points, 17 rebounds, and 5 
assists in the win. McLachlan bested her own Canadian Parapan Am 
record for most points scored by an individual in a Parapan Am action 
since 2007, with her 28 point performance. 
The Canadian Women’s Team has played in the gold-medal match at 
every Parapan Am Games to date. Canada is looking to extend this 
tradition with a win versus Argentina.

By the Numbers: Canada has averaged 47.5 points per game, 34 
rebounds per game and 14.1 assists per game in Parapan Am play 
since 2007. On the other hand, Team Canada has limited opponents 
to an average of 29.8 PPG, 23.8 rebounds per game and 7 assists per 
game during that same time frame.

Multisport Athletes: Melanie Hawtin (Oakville, Ont.), Darda Sales 
(London, Ont.) and Tracey Ferguson (Richmond Hill, Ont.) all 
have storied careers in sports other than wheelchair basketball. 
Hawtin, is a former wheelchair racer and three-time world junior 
track championship competitor. Sales first made her mark in the 
sporting world as a Paralympic gold and silver medallist and world 
record holder in swimming. Ferguson, was a dual athlete at the 2008 
Paralympic Games, competing in both wheelchair basketball and 
wheelchair athletics.
