Championships, teams are encouraged to book all travel via a certified 
travel agent to ensure proper support may be provided in case of 
cancellations or changes to events.  

Please keep the following in mind when planning travel for National 
Championships:  

• Ensure you fully understand the cancellation policy on all travel 

bookings 

• Book via our preferred partner, Marlin Travel 

o They have a strong understanding of plans for air carriers 

accessing various cities 

o They have the ability to negotiate better cancellation

o They will contact air carriers directly regarding any major 

changes which in turn saves teams time and effort
