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NATIONAL TEAM PROGRAM ATHLETE FEE

PROGRAM FEE

1.1 All National Team Program athletes as identified by the head coach of the
Senior Women, Senior Men, U23 Men, U25 Women, and identified Next Gen
and Program athletes will be assessed annually a fee of $500.00;

1.2 This fee is the cost to participate in the Wheelchair Basketball Canada (WBC(C)
National team program annually.

PROCEDURE

2.1 The Head Coach of each program, along with the High Performance Director
will be responsible for identifying the athletes who will participate in the
national team programs for the current year of the assessment;

2.2 Invoices for assessments will be mailed out to the athletes by January 15th of
each year;

2.3 Athletes are asked to pay the amount within 90 days of receipt of the invoice.
If payment cannot be made in that time, the athlete is asked to contact the
WBC office to make alternate arrangements;

2.4 Athletes are responsible for paying their assessments in full by the deadline;

2.5 This will be an annual fee;

2.6 Failure to make payment by the deadline will result in the athlete’s eligibility
to participate in any National team program activity being revoked.

A National team program athlete is an athlete who has a high level of skill
development and fitness, has demonstrated an ability to compete for the
national team and has the capability and potential of representing Canada at
the international level;

National team program athletes will have a signed athlete agreement on file
with the office for the current year of participation.
